YRHC minutes of June 11, 2007

Meeting called to order 7:08 p.m.

Minutes from 6/13 meeting approved unanimously.

2.
Mark Greene said the Selectmen had selected formal members of the YRHC.  Those members are:

Alternates will be full participating and voting members, but will not count for quorum purposes.

The committee discussed the housing guidelines it had outlined at the last meeting. The purpose of these guidelines is to insure that any house built will be as desirable as possible for future eligible housing candidates when and if the house needs to change hands.    It was decided to divide these guidelines into two categories: requirements and goals. 
The committee voted to suggest the following minimum requirements:

· Two bedroom minimum house size 

· Three bedroom minimum septic system size 

· Full foundation 

· Efficient heating system 

· Generator connections wired into electrical system 
The committee voted to suggest the following goals:

· Full basement 
· Yard/defensible space 
· Adequate storage space/closets 
· A chimney/chimney footings 
The committee agreed to research additional goals/requirements, including:

· Green design/environmentally sensitive construction 

· Handicapped accessibility/friendliness 
The committee also discussed the need for building plans to be submitted for review before the homeowner begins construction.

Mark Greene announced that the committee has been awarded a $5000 grant from the Island Institute's Affordable Coast fund to complete preliminary surveys and site  on potential building lots.  There are a number of conditions that must be completed before the money is released.

Mark Greene also said that lot 344 (on the corner of Beach and Fern Ave) had been donated specifically to benefit the school/library expansion project.  He said that Carol Bounds, the donor, was willing to discuss a YRHC house to be constructed there if it could benefit the library.  It is important to her that it be a house that would fit well into the neighborhood.  Mark said he would contact the School Committee regarding this idea and continue to discuss it with Carol.

The Application and Selection Committee still needs additional folks. The deadline will be extended to Aug. 15th.  Please encourage your friends to consider this important work.
