 Legislators OK energy-efficient building bill

AUGUSTA — State senators today approved a bill that would establish uniform energy-efficiency standards for newly constructed homes. They voted 20-15 to send the bill to Gov. John Baldacci's desk. House members voted 78-58 on Friday to advance the bill.

The bill would establish standards to limit fuel consumption in newly constructed homes. If Baldacci signs the legislation into law, Maine would join 40 other states that have established statewide building codes for new homes geared toward energy efficiency, according to the Natural Resources Council of Maine.

Under the legislation, L.D. 2257, "An Act to Establish a Uniform Building and Energy Code," a code board would form to resolve disputes over housing codes and train code enforcement officials and builders to meet the energy-efficiency standards.

The new building codes would be formally adopted in 2010.

According to the Natural Resources Council, residences account for 25 percent of global warming pollutants, mostly from burning heating oil.
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
