Year Round Housing Corporation Annual Meeting

Attending:  Mark Greene, Steve Train, Chee Peterson, and Leah Doughty

 Housing Administrator Mark Greene called the first annual meeting to order at 7:03pm.  The first item of business was elections with the proposed slate of officers as follows.  President: Mark Greene, Vice President: Chee Peterson, Treasurer: Steve Train, and Secretary: Leah Doughty.  Initially, the President and Secretary have one year terms and the Vice President and Treasurer have two year terms. As stated in the bylaws, the terms of the first successor directors shall be staggered.  Thereafter, all terms shall be two years. Steve made a motion to accept the proposed slate of officers and the terms.  Chee seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  

The second item of business was to review and adopt the proposed bylaws for the YRHCorp.  It was suggested that Section 2.07 should be amended by adding the verbiage in quotations as follows:  Special meetings of the Board of Directors may be called at any time by “the president or by” three or more directors.  There was a discussion in reference to Article V. that Steve will open an account at his discretion at either Key Bank or Gorham Savings.  Also, Mark explained the fiscal year being the calendar year worked well since taxes will need to be filed.  Steve moved to accept the bylaws as amended.  Leah seconded. Motion carried unanimously.  

There was a discussion about the lot of land the Town acquired from Carol Bounds which was voted on at Town Meeting to be used by the YRHCommittee.  Carol requested the use or proceeds from this parcel benefit the Learning Center when she donated it to the Town.  Mark said Carol was agreeable to have an arrangement made between the Town and the School Committee concerning the YRHC needs.  He will meet with the School Committee and follow up on this.  

Mark scheduled the next annual meeting for the 3rd Wednesday in September.  Chee moved for adjournment.  Steve seconded.  All were in favor.  The meeting adjourned at 7:45pm.
