· I would envision a "self sustaining" community - allowing independent living.  Consider "green" designed housing with efficiency in mind, possible alternative power sources, including compact wind/solar area, underground utilities, one floor living design, etc.  Incorporate gardening to fulfill some of the nutritional needs of the resident, as well as an opportunity to provide some income from a small farmer market at to the island community.

· My parents retired to LI and were very happy until "frail elderly" (mid-80's) when they felt the n need to winter in an easier climate.
