Year-Round Housing Application and Selection Committee
Minutes, April 2nd, 2008

Meeting called to order, 6:38 p.m.

Present (*=voting member):  John Billings* (Co-Chair); Mark Greene (Housing Administrator); Sandie Scheurman*; Meredith Sweet*; Judy Paolini*; Newell Stewart*; Tammy Hohn.

Minutes:  Judy Paolini said she felt some items of discussion were omitted from the minutes of the March 19 meeting.  Mark Greene suggested the minutes should be extensive.  Sandie Scheurman said that for practicality she felt the minutes should reflect content rather than every specific statement each individual makes, and suggested that Judy propose an amendment to the minutes for consideration by the committee.  Judy said that the threads recorded on the website would reasonably reflect her concern as emailed prior to the meeting, and an amendment was not necessary.  Judy asked whether anyone is printing out records of the website threads.  Sandie said she was not doing so.  Judy said she would look into the threads and practicality of printing these for a printed record.  The committee approved the March 19 minutes unanimously.

YRHC Update:  Mark Greene reviewed progress of the YRHC committee including voting on YRHCorp bylaws for Corporate Trustee review and vote, houses for sale and green standards.  Mark said upcoming agenda items will include lease amendments and development of the pre-lease agreement.
Tammy Hohn asked for clarification on what the pre-lease agreement was for and Mark Greene explained its purpose.  Judy Paolini asked about specifics of properties that may be coming on the market and Mark clarified.

YRHASC Appointees:  Meredith Sweet shared a written summary of her thoughts about discussion held prior to the vote at the last meeting relative to YRHASC appointees meeting the criteria of being voting members of the Year Round Housing Corporation.  John Billings shared history of events surrounding a specific example discussed.  Sandie Scheurman said this vote was the first time in her memory that the committee had a split vote, and it is important for the committee to be capable of handling differing opinions and dissent.  Mark Greene said the committee has a specific task.  Meredith said she felt all should have the right to ask to be on the YRHASC.  Sandie said any can be on the committee after following history for one year.  Mark agreed anyone can join and participate.  Meredith said she was concerned that the vote was held without a selectmen present at the meeting.  Newell Stewart clarified that although he was not present at the last meeting, he attends as a voting member of the committee and is not there to represent the selectmen.  Meredith reiterated she believes the selectmen should choose appointees independently.  Sandie indicated she was concerned about setting a precedent that if some do not like the outcome of a vote, the vote can be taken again.  Mark said that procedurally, there is not a problem with voting again.  Meredith made a motion to reconsider the vote taken at the last meeting.  There was no second.  The original vote stands.

YRHCorp Bylaws:  Sandie Scheurman made a motion that YRHASC recommend to YRHCorp that they adopt the bylaws as amended through March 25, 2008.  Newell Stewart seconded.  Motion carried 
4-1:  John Billings, Sandie Scheurman, Judy Paolini, and Newell Stewart in favor; Meredith Sweet against.

YRHASC Bylaws:  Judy Paolini introduced a draft amendment to Section 2:  Membership Appointments.

Mark Greene said procedurally, this item should be included on the agenda prior to discussion.  Sandie Scheurman said she will include this item on the agenda for the next meeting.
