Year-Round Housing Application and Selection Committee 

Minutes, June 4, 2008 

Meeting called to order 6:35 p.m. 

Present (*=voting member): John Billings* (Co-Chair); Mark Greene (Housing Administrator); Sandie Scheurman* (Secretary); Judy Paolini*, Meredith Sweet*; Robin Clarke*; Lorinda Valls*; Mary Nanos; Alden Robinson. 

5-21-08 Minutes:  Judy Paolini moved to accept the minutes from 5-21-08 as read; Sandie Scheurman seconded; motion to accept the minutes carried unanimously. 

YRHC update:  Mark Greene said the YRHC had finished work on the lease, which is now ready to go to a lawyer for review.  The committee made adjustments to the green standards construction requirement and the transfer price formula at its 6-3-08 meeting. 

Application:  Community involvement:  Sandie Scheurman moved to amend the wording in question four, adding “each household member shall submit membership verification form(s).” Judy Paolini seconded; motion to amend the wording of question four carried unanimously. 

Judy Paolini moved to award points for every activity submitted on a membership verification form, with additional points awarded for extraordinary commitment, including chairmanship of an organization. Sandie Scheurman seconded.  Mark Greene asked whether the form should account for the length of time an applicant has participated in an organization.  Judy Paolini said that awarding points per year would be unwise.  John Billings expressed concern that other household members could pad points total for the primary applicant.  Judy Paolini modified her motion to award points for two years’ active membership in an organization, each additional three years before that, and for exceptional service above and beyond ordinary membership.  Sandie Scheurman seconded; motion to amend points values for community involvement carried 5-0 with one abstention. 

Residency requirement:  Judy Paolini moved to amend eligibility requirement number two to say that “applicants must be a year-round resident of Long Island for two years.”  Meredith Sweet seconded.  Mark Greene said that the committee need not require applicants to submit proof of residency with the application, but could request it if it felt it necessary later on.  Motion to amend eligibility requirements carried unanimously.  Mark Greene said it would not be necessary to add this requirement to the corporation by-laws, although the committee could add it to its own by-laws. 

Employment verification:  The committee agreed that seasonal residents could count as Long Island employees for the purposes of the employment verification form. 

Sandie Scheurman moved to add “each household member shall” to question five;  Judy Paolini seconded; motion to amend question five carried unanimously. 

The committee discussed point awards for the employment verification form.  Meredith Sweet suggested allowing flexibility in awarding points for employment because it would only be necessary when comparing two different applicants.  Robin Clarke moved to award points for employment on the island and points for employing other Long Islanders on the island.  Meredith Sweet seconded; motion to set points awards carried unanimously.
